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Music Garden at JCC Camp Centerland, NY

By a quiet creek in Amherst, New York, Alex Eadie, the Senior Director of Advancement at the Jewish Community Centre 

of Greater Buffalo (JCC), can hear the faint sound of bells and chimes as he walks up the path by the creek into the Irving 

M. Shuman Campground.

This 20-acre site is home to Camp Centerland, one of the largest summer day camps in Western New York and a top-200 

summer camp in the United States, as named by Newsweek magazine in 2024. Serving children aged 5 – 15, Camp Centerland 

offers a host of activities, including swimming, archery, sports, crafts, and, of course, music.

The JCC and Camp Centerland is an ever-growing community, and its leaders recently realized the need to expand their 

offerings to campers. The leadership team identified how to add more elements for children to enjoy, and today, outdoor 

music-making is now on offer at the new Music Garden.

The children who attended camp in the Summer of 2024 were able to 

explore different outdoor instruments and the traditional music offerings 

in the camp’s music program. The Music Pavilion (called the Shirah in 

Hebrew) is now surrounded by a garden of instruments—some inspired 

by nature!

Reflecting the natural surroundings of the campground, such as the 

wooded areas, trails, and creeks, Percussion Play’s Flowers and Petal 

Drums are situated in the garden and provide a colorful focal point that 

engages campers of all ages. 

The JCC also added Rainbow Chimes, a Rainbow Metallophone and two 

sets of Rainbow Bongos to round out the ensemble, meaning that this 

Summer, the camp has been filled with the sound of music—from the beat 

of drums to the gentle ringing of chimes, there’s something everyone 

can enjoy.
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Inclusive Outdoor Music Program at Camp Beausite, WA

A Washington residential camp focuses on inclusive summer and weekend respite programs for children and adults with 

disabilities. It has developed an outdoor musical program to enhance its offerings for campers.

Located near Port Townsend, Camp Beausite North West is a certified respite provider that operates year-round, offering 

camp experiences and respite opportunities for over 350 campers and 1,000 caregivers each year. For more than 30 years, 

the camp has dedicated itself to serving the special needs community. Founded in 1989, Camp Beausite was created in 

response to the lack of inclusive camp experiences. Its mission focuses on inclusivity by providing summer and weekend 

camp programs throughout the year.

The management team decided to create a new musical program for campers, aiming to 

provide a unique, fun, and exciting experience that is different from what other camps 

offer. They chose to develop an outdoor music area, and Raina Baker, the Executive 

Director of Camp Beausite, led the initiative to install a variety of outdoor musical 

instruments sourced from Percussion Play. The collection includes the Alto Quartet 

Ensemble, Congas Trio, Emperor Chimes, and Alto Diatonic Freechimes.

Raina used Percussion Play’s innovative app, Composer AR, which is the first of its kind 

in Augmented Reality (AR). This app has revolutionized how communities design and 

support spaces with outdoor musical instruments, helping to create a shared vision for 

music-making. With Composer AR, Raina was able to visualize her musical project even 

before the instruments were installed. The app allows users to place any Percussion 

Play instrument within a real-life setting in real-time and play them. It also features 

an interactive component, enabling users to listen to the sound of each instrument as 

they play it within the app. Composer AR can be downloaded from the Apple App Store 

or Google Play Store.
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Magical Music Garden at Chartwell Happy Day Camp, NJ

Chartwell Happy Day Camp has made significant investments to enhance its creative arts programs for its kids, which 

include a wide range of percussion instruments. The camp already boasts a Performing Arts Center area and stage, as well 

as its Monarch Butterfly Sanctuary, to help save the endangered Monarch butterfly and to educate the kids about their 

life cycle and small ways in which they might help the Monarch. Outdoor musical instruments from Percussion Play are 

now part of the interactive initiative by the team at Chartwell Happy Day Camp to come to fruition.

Earlier this year, the team created an area within its 15 acres called Chartwell’s Magical Musical Garden to help make it 

a fun and inviting area for the kids. The kids now migrate over to the area during their free time to play the instruments.

They have also introduced the gardens to the parents and had a drone video made 

with all the kids playing and having fun to help promote Chartwell’s Magical Musical 

Garden. They are in the process of incorporating the activity into their drama and 

music program at the camp.

Camp Association Convention in Orlando, we came across Percussion Play and 

their range of outdoor musical instruments.

According to Amy Kurth, program director, the idea of an outdoor musical space took root over two years ago when she 

first joined Camp Courageous. She had researched the idea and could immediately see the benefits for their camp guests. 

Through a variety of fundraisers, grants, and sponsors, the local Monticello Rotary Club was able to support the project 

with a view to donating more instruments in the future.

During Amy’s research, she became aware of the benefits of outdoor 

musical instruments tuned to the pentatonic scale - meaning that however 

many people are playing the various instruments at the same time, the 

resulting sound will always be beautifully harmonized. Giving campers 

such a positive feeling of success, independence, and increased confidence 

was something she imagined would be a wonderful addition to the camp. 

The instruments would clearly be ideal to help bolster the camp’s vision 

of inclusivity, supporting a wide range of people with disabilities of all 

ages from 4 to 104!

Taking into account the range of ages and abilities, Percussion Play 

recommended a suitable collection of instruments that would appeal to 

younger and older individuals. The Rotary Music Park is now a favorite with 

all campers and includes a Rainbow Cavatina with accompanying Music 

Book, Babel Drums, Papilio, Diatonic Symphony Freechimes, Tembos, 

and Calypso Quatro Post.
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Musical Programs at Camp Henry, MI

Campers at a Christian camp in Michigan have been using outdoor musical instruments for fun and self-expression.Camp 

Henry, based in Newaygo on Lake Kimball, was founded in 1937 to serve students and families across Michigan. The camp 

provides life-changing experiences in a Christian environment throughout the year to thousands of fellow Christians. 

Fiona Scott - Assistant Program Director, entered a competition in the National Recreation and Park Association’s 

magazine, hoping to win outdoor musical instruments for Camp Henry. The prize was a Percussion Play Soprano 

Quartet Ensemble, which includes the Cadenza, Small Babel Drum, Pair of Congas and Soprano Pentatonic Freechimes.

After being told of her win, Fiona told the magazine, “Initially, I simply hoped for kids to have fun with the ensemble. 

After talking to Robin from Percussion Play, I now see it as a more meaningful addition to our camp program. The 

Percussion Play outdoor musical instruments allow ever yone to make music in a low-stakes setting where no 

musical ‘talent’ is required or expected, rather fun and making sound are the expectations. At Camp Henry, we aim 

to have encouragement outweigh criticism and to give everyone opportunities to try something new. I believe the 

Percussion Play Soprano Quartet Ensemble will provide another avenue for guests to have those experiences.”.
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Fiona entered the competition, as although they already had musical 

instruments in the camp, they had no permanent musical offering on 

their grounds. The installation was completed in time for the high season. 

Situated on the upper camp near the sports fields, the instruments are 

used predominantly by campers in their free time, allowing guests to be 

musically creative either alone or within a group. 

As the new instruments are situated in a busy part of the camp, passing 

campers can stop and have a quick play when they are moving around 

the grounds. Fiona has even spotted a few staff having a play when they 

think no one is looking!

The quartet is Percussion Play’s most popular ensemble thanks to the 

diverse instruments included and clever use of the pentatonic tuning, 

meaning it is impossible to play wrong notes and is suitable for all ages 

and abilities.

For 75 years, Lake Aurora Christian Camp and Retreat Center in Florida has provided quality Christian camping for all 

ages.

Installed in the 75-acre campsite, the instruments are being used for children to play in their downtime in between programs. 

During the summer months, they will intend to use the instruments in their program of activities and while worshiping.

The campsite opened its doors over 90 years ago by Dorothea Strover and her 

husband Martyn, to accommodate scouts and girl guides who brought campers 

with disabilities to stay. 

On offer today at the campsite is the ability to make music in the ‘Green Valley,’ 

located just below the main buildings, to the south of the site. This secluded and 

tranquil valley is where Percussion Play’s outdoor musical instruments have been 

installed to the delight of campers, visitors, and volunteers.

The colorful Rainbow Cavatina stands out in the lush green grass. Its diatonic 

tuning offers a versatile range of expressions for beginners and experienced 

musicians alike. Along with the Conga Drums, the Freechimes, and the Large 

Babel Drum, this space allows for many people to play music together and easily 

move from one instrument to another.

Making music has had a profound impact on the visitors. Many people attending
